8th Grade Band Recorded Assignment Information

The Stillwater Band Program is beginning a new process of how we manage student recorded assignments and assessments. We will use CHARMS to record these assignments. CHARMS is the program that maintains our inventory, student financial accounts, and music library. Consolidating recorded assignments into that program will be easy and efficient.

8th Grade Band students will have a recorded assignment due nearly every week. Recorded Assignments are due at class time on TUESDAY (unless told otherwise by Ms. Coatney). Assignments will be accepted one day late, but will be penalized 50%. Assignments will not be accepted more than two days late and cannot be made up. If you are absent the day your assignment is due, you are expected to turn it in the day you return. You have a week to complete each assignment-there is no excuse for late work.
Recorded Assignments must be done at home. The purpose is for you to practice the assignment during the week and record your best performance. Keep recording over and over again until you get the perfect performance.

After submitting, you must also turn in your music to Ms. Coatney the following day. (Measures must be numbered). No music, no grade.
Each assignment is worth 100 points. Assignments will be graded on the following:

· Correct rhythm, notes, and articulations

· Tone

· Musicality (style, dynamics, and tempo)

You are only responsible for ONE assignment a week for band class! This is less than any other class! Recorded Assignments make up 60% of your total grade. Failure to complete recorded assignments will result in a failing grade. If you are failing, you will be academically ineligible to attend any school-related function including contests, performances, and sports activities. These assignments are 100% on you. It is your responsibility to make sure you complete them on time. This is an opportunity for you to turn in your absolute BEST work. Please take the time to give your best effort. It will be noticed on your recording. 
HOW TO RECORD

**All Students already have a CHARMS account.

School code: stillwaterhsband
Password: your student ID #.  This is in Campus if you are not sure. Once you enter Charms for the first time, you will be asked to change this password. 

There are two ways to record – either by smart app or by computer with speakers. 

Using the app (iPhone, Andriod phone, tablet):

-Download ‘Charms Blue’ – its free.

-Login in with credentials listed above. 

-Click the tab at the bottom that looks like a sheet of paper. These are your assignments.

-Click the desired assignment and push the red button to record. Record as many times as it takes to get your best take.

-Name your file or leave it as it is. This is how you submit your recordings.

Extras:

-Click the microphone at the bottom for a recording studio to record yourself practicing anything you like.

-Click the person with headphones to listen to all of your previous recordings. You can also delete your submitted assignments to re-do them for a better take here. 

-There is no metronome on this app. However, you might be able to open another metronome app on your device and let it click while you record. Metronomes are not required. However, tempos must be close to the designated range and steady pulse must be maintained.

Using a computer with speakers (has a built-in metronome):

-go to www.charmsoffice.com
-click ‘log in’ in the upper right-hand corner

-under ‘Parents/Students/Members’, type in our school code: stillwaterhsband

-under ‘Student Area Password’, type in your student ID #. You will be able to create a new password after logging into Charms for the first time.

-it may ask you to enter the school code again.

-Once in the Charms home, click the yellow star at the top, and click the recording studio tab.

-It will ask you to allow a microphone.

-Once in Charms Music Studio, click the green ‘Assignments’ button on the right.

-Click red button to record. Record as many times as you need to.

-Ignore everything about an accompaniment track.

-You can use the metronome but are not required to. However, tempos must be close to the designated range and steady pulse must be maintained.

-Pick your best take and click ‘save take’. This is how you submit your assignment.

-At the bottom you can see your submitted assignments and grades. If you would like to delete a submitted assignment and re-submit a better take, you can do so here.  

If you are having difficulties submitting a file through Charms, you can email your director a file of the recording. You must make communication about these errors – you cannot simply ‘not do it’.
